Re: 2010 Proposed Operating Budget and 2010-2019 Proposed Capital Improvement Plan 

 Attached are the 2010 proposed operating budget and the 2010-2019 proposed Capital Improvement 
Plan for your review.  We are once again presenting a balanced budget for fiscal year 2010.  This year 
staff was faced with the immense challenge of decreasing the budget while faced with the pressure of 
increases from outside vendors and services as well as deep cuts in revenue experienced due to the un-
allotment process invoked by Governor Pawlenty.  As a result of the un-allotment process, the City is 
experiencing a revenue loss of $606,598 ($210,033 in Local Government Aid (LGA) and $396,565 in 
Market Value Homestead Credit (MVHC)).   Based upon input received from the City Council in 
budget work sessions, staff is presenting a budget that maintains funding for infrastructure and provides 
for a levy that is lower than that adopted for 2009. 

The total market value of property in the City declined for the payable 2009 assessment as reported by 
the County Assessor at the Local Board of Review in April.  The tax capacity of the City (the value 
over which the tax levy is spread) is directly related to the market value and as a result we are seeing a 
decrease in that value also (approximately 6.75%).  As a result, even though the total levy is decreasing, 
the tax rate for the City is projected to increase.  Staff is proposing a total decrease in the levy of 
$150,000 (4.28%) as compared to a decrease of 0.61% in 2009.  The proposed decrease in the tax levy 
results in a 2.65% increase in the tax rate or a $43 decrease in an average home whose value would 
have decreased from $225,000 to $207,000. 

Economic stress factors are continuing to have an impact on revenue streams upon which the City 
traditionally relies.  Building, Community Development and Engineering Department revenues all 
continue to trend below 2008 levels.  In addition, as indicated above, due to the un-allotment by the 
Governor of LGA and MVHC funds, intergovernmental revenues are $618,024 less than 2009.  
Compounding the pressure on the budget are inflationary increases for expenditure line items such as 
tires, vehicle parts and equipment, sports equipment, etc. 

General Fund expenditures decreased by $337,268 or 3.54% under the adopted 2009 budget.  Of this 
decrease, $193,192 is in personnel costs.  Four positions were eliminated in the 2010 budget – one 
patrol officer, one public services worker, one part-time community services officer and one part-time 
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office services clerk.  Three of the positions were eliminated through attrition and the fourth was 
merged with existing positions.  Supplies charges decreased by $17,769.  This is primarily attributable 
to a decrease in the motor fuel line item due to a decreased in fuel prices.  Contracted services increased 
by $53,583.  Of this total $30,000 is for diseased tree removal for mitigation of the emerald ash bore. 

The City continues to meet its obligation for funding future infrastructure replacement.  Included in the 
proposed budget are transfers to streets ($525,000), Park Reserve ($450,000), Capital Equipment Fund 
($265,000), Ice Forum ($50,000) and Storm Sewer ($50,000).  The transfer to the Storm Sewer Fund 
was added in order to postpone the need for a rate increase for the Storm Sewer Utility.  Projections 
from the utility rate study conducted by Ehlers and Associates indicate the need for an increase in the 
storm water utility fee.  Staff is recommending a transfer to that fund in lieu of a rate increase at this 
time. 

This year the City is implementing a 10-year Capital Improvement Plan.  This gives staff and the City 
Council a better overview for planning purposes and also aligns the Capital Improvement Plan with the 
Financial Management Plan.  The City historically has budgeted $650,000-$750,000 annually for 
capital equipment purchases.  Staff is proposing a budget of $432,292 for 2010.  Department heads are 
requesting minimal levels of equipment replacement in this budget. 

The City is also experiencing the impact of increased costs in its utility funds.  Since 2005, the City has 
had increases totaling $262,014 (27.6%) from the Metropolitan Council Environmental Services 
(MCES) for sewer disposal.  As a result, staff is recommending a 12% increase (about $0.98 per month 
for a medium consumption property) in sewer rates for 2010.  This total increase is a pass through for 
MCES charges.   

An increase in refuse and recycling rates is also needed due to increased service costs.  The Hennepin 
County Disposal fee in the Refuse Fund increased by approximately 30.56% from 2008 levels.  Staff is 
proposing to increase refuse and recycling rates as indicated below.  As with the proposed increase in 
sewer rates, the total increase is a pass through to pay for increased costs.

In 2010, the City is required to implement a conservation rate structure for utility rates.  The theory 
behind the conservation rate structure is that the more water that is consumed, the higher the rate that 
should be charged for the water.  Staff is recommending a 4% rate increase in the per 1,000 gallons rate 
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based on the utility rate study (from $1.94 to $2.02) and an administrative charge of $2.00 per month 
that does not include any consumption.  For 2009, the City charged a minimum fee of $4.97 that 
included 2,000 gallons of water ($1.09 administrative fee and $3.88 for water). The purpose of 
separating the administrative charge would be to charge a monthly fee for repair and maintenance of 
service lines to any resident connected to City water regardless of whether the water is turned off or not 
(snowbirds/foreclosures/etc.).  For an account with median usage (7,750 per month) the increase for 
water consumption would be approximately $1.52 per month.

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 GENERAL FUND 
 
 
The GENERAL FUND accounts for all revenues and expenditures of a governmental unit, which are not 
accounted for in other funds.  It is usually the largest and most important accounting activity for state and 
local governments, normally receiving a greater variety and number of taxes and revenues than any other 
fund.  Specifically, it receives such revenues as general property taxes, licenses and permits, fines and 
penalties, rents, charges for current services, state grants and aids, and interest earnings.  In turn, the 
GENERAL FUND also finances a larger range of activities than any other fund.
